To produce simple parts involving fitting work and soldering.

To strip completely, overhaul and re-assemble any mechanical assembly of mechanical
vehicles, hydraulic/pneumatic  assembly of vehicles and equipment,
hydraulic/pneumatic brakes, control valves, compactors, including valve grinding,
fitting pistons and rings in all types of engines.

To carry out bench testing of hydraulic/pneumatic parts using appropriate gauges.
